How do | know when the heater is On? The water temperature
turns red (f).

What do the dashes mean (G)? They indicate that the spa control
has not checked the water temperature for approximately one
hour. A pump needs to cycle water through the heater for the
control system to check the water temperature. After water
cycles through the heater for 1 minute, the dashes are replaced
with the current water temperature (K). Whenever the control
system is powered On, dashes appear (G) for one minute while a
pump cycles water through the heater to check the current water
temperature.

2 - Run the spa devices.

3 - Turn on/off lights (K). If your spa is equipped
with Chormazone™, swipe left here (K) to view the
White Christmas Chromazone™ screen.

The functionality of each spa device may vary.
